Dear Parishioners of Little Flower, Our Lady of Mt. Carmel, and St. Mary’s, 
 
Today the Church celebrates the Solemnity of Corpus Christi. “Amen, amen, I 
say to you, unless you eat the flesh of the Son of Man and drink his blood, you 
do not have life within you. Whoever eats my flesh and drinks my blood has 
eternal life, and I will raise him on the last day. For my flesh is true food, and 
my blood is true drink” (Jn 6:53-55). Our Blessed Lord is calling everyone to 
partake in his offering of himself to us in the Eucharist, “I came that they may 
have life, and have it abundantly” (Jn 10:10b). The Sacrament of the Eucharist is 
a special encounter with the Lord so that we do not forsake the divine assistance 
we need from heaven to gain everlasting life in heaven.
